Foundation Scholarship Program

At least $25,000 is awarded annually

to children of Life Members 

Eligible children are high school seniors and college

undergraduate freshmen through juniors;

eligible to compete up to four years, unless a previous winner.

At least six awards are $1,000 each and others $500.
